3. Evidence of outstanding contribution to the professional of cytogenetics or molecular genetics.

4. Initiative

AWARD:

1. The award will be granted annually, as determined by the Foundation for Genetic Technology Board of Directors, based on available funds, to the nominee who meets the award criteria. 
2. The Genome Award consists of $500 to help pay meeting expenses, including registration, for the AGT Annual meeting.

3. Selection of award recipients will be made by a panel of reviewers.

4. Decisions made by the panel of reviewers will be final, and deliberations or decisions will not be disclosed.
